Busing for Kindergarten Students 2026-27

Regina Catholic Schools Transportation arranges student transportation based on Regina Catholic School
Board and Ministry of Education policies. In the 2025-26 school year, we transported over 5,170 students.

BUSING ELIGIBILITY & BUS STOPS
Want to know if your house is eligible for busing? Your home or daycare address must be further than 1.2 km
from the school. Click the link and enter your address: Can | Ride a Bus?

Students are assigned to group bus stops and might have to walk up fo 450 meftres. This may include crossing
train fracks and busy streets. Parents and guardians are responsible for their child’s safety to and from the bus
and while waiting for the bus.

APPLY FOR BUSING
Apply now! Complete ONE 2026-27 Transportation Request per eligible student.

o Student ID: Students starting Kindergarten in September will be assigned their 9-digit student ID (also called
learning or Ministry ID) in mid-August. Please apply without this number for this instance only.

e Pick Up and Dropoff: Select Home or Alternate (daycare) boxes as applicable.

¢ Email: Processing updates will be sent fo the email you provide here. Processing will occur in July and
August. Check your junk or spam folder and add donotreply@firstgroup.com to your safe sender list.

VIEW BUSING ASSIGNMENT
You require your child’s student ID to access their busing assignment. Student IDs will be available to families at
the First ride event. RCSD transportation will email it fo families by August 21. Please keep it for reference.

Once your child is registered for busing, you can see their busing assignment by creating an account in the
Parent Portal and adding your child using their student ID.

AFTER SCHOOL DROPOFF
Kindergarten students cannot get off the bus unless a parent or adult guardian is waiting for them at their bus
stop after school. Please be there before the bus arrives to pick them up.

To remove this requirement, wait until your child is approved for busing and then email your permission for your
child to be released without an adult to: reginaschoolbus@firstgroup.com and transportation@rcsd.ca.
